We
then have free time for shopping. Overnight stay in
Amritsar Hotel.

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DAY 02 : AMRITSAR ~ «—« ~ LOCAL SIGHTSEEING

Today we proceed to Amritsar local sightseeing. First we visited Jallianwala Bagh — a historic garden
and memorial of national importance preserved

in the memory of those who were killed in the Jallianwala
Massacre that happened on 13th April 1919 and the
Partition Museum — world's first Museum dedicated to the
Partition of 1947. On afternoon transfer to Attari Wagah
Border (subject to operation) — to witness the prestigious
lowering of the flags ceremony daily military practice that
the security forces of India and Pakistan have jointly
followed since 1959. Later in the evening we enjoy the Sound & Light Show at Gobindgarh Fort. We
then have free time for shopping.

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DAY 03 : AMRITSAR ~ ~—= ~ SHIMLA ( 300 KM - 07 HRS 30 MIN)

Morning after breakfast depart for Shimla. Shimla is the
white winter queen of India. The journey itself is a
destination because the enchanting views outside your
window will blow your mind. Once you reach Shimla, get
your check-in formalities completed. Take time to relax. In
the evening, you can set your foot out for Mall Road
hopping. Mall Road is a famous shopping place in Shimla




to buy local souvenirs, and the place is dotted with several restaurants! Post-Mall Road fun, return to
your hotel and then enjoy goodnight sleep. Dinner & overnight stay at the hotel Shimla.

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DAY 05 : SHIMLA ~ «— ~ MANALI ( 250 KM - 06 HRS 30 MIN)

After breakfast, begin driving towards Manali. Treat your
eyes to the snow-clad peaks and lush greenery, on the
way. Upon arriving, check-in at your hotel. Relax for
some time. You are free to spend the day as per your
liking.In the evening, visit the vibrant and sprawling Mall
road for shopping. You can get your hands on some
nice woollen clothes, handicrafts and more. Dinner and
overnight stay.

After breakfast is fixed for visiting the attractions of Old
Manali, which is home to a number of famous temples.
Today, you visit Manu Temple- close to the main market
this temple is dedicated to Manu Rishi who was a popular
Hindu Sage, Hadimba Devi Temple- an ancient temple
that is dedicated to Hadmiba who was the wife of one of
the five Pandavas Bhim and Vashisht Temple- believed to
be around 4000 years old. The next visit is fo the Tibetan
Monastery. Later, meet the exotic wildlife of the region at
Van Vihar National Park. Back to the hotel for dinner. Stay overnight.

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DAY 07 : MANALI - = - SOLANG VALLEY - ATAL TUNNEL & KHOKSAR VILLAGE

Early morning after breakfast, proceed for Solang Valley which is around 14 Kms North West of Manali
town on the way to Rohtang Pass and is known for its summer and winter sport conditions. The sports
most commonly offered are Parachuting, Paragliding, Skating and Zorbing. Next - Enjoy fraversing the
world’s longest highway tunnel above 10,000ft from sea level. The tunnel is equipped with ultra-modern
safety and other technical instruments. You will not lose your mobile network and high-speed 4G
internet (BSNL only) even inside the tunnel. Cold and secluded yet startlingly wonderful, that's the
perfect definition of Koksar, the first vilage that comes after entering Lahaul. A quaint village off the
Manali- Leh highway on the banks of river Chandra lies Koksar, the gateway to lush green Lahaul
valley. The close proximity to Rohtang pass of Peer Panjal range lends special character to this village.
During summers, the whole area around Khoksar comes to life with carpets of colourful flowers all over
the hills, luminous streams and a huge water fall nearby. The colourful Koksar Gompa adds to the charm
of this village. This was the old trade route from Indian plains to West Asia and has Tibetan influence.
On evening return to hotel overnight stay in hotel Manali.

MEAL - BREAKFAST & DINNER
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DAY 08 : MANALI~ -~ ~ DHARMSHALA - DISTANCE - 220 KM - 06 Hrs 30 MIN DRIVE APPROX

Today we proceed to Dharamshala - A hillside city surrounded by cedar forests located on the edge
of the Himalayas known as the home of the Dalai Lama. .
En route we visit Kangra Fort — the largest fort in the ™%
Himalayas built atop a hill with a sweeping view of the |
Kangra valley. We then visited Chinmaya Tapovan — an
ashram at the foot of the Dhauladhar ranges in the
Kangra Valley. Here we visit the meditation hall. A small
walk to reach the Ashram through the dense pine forest
offers a panoramic view. Upon arrival at Dharamshala
free time fo relax and explore the surroundings. Overnight
stay in Dharamshala.

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DAY 09 : DHARMSHALA ~ -~ ~ DALHOUSIE ~ DISTANCE - 140 KM - 03 Hrs 30 MIN DRIVE APPROX

Morning after breakfast get ready to enter in Himachal Pradesh. Proceed by road to Dalhouise. This
spot lives at the western side of Dhauladhar

mountain ranges with a height of 2080m. In the focal point
of a lush knoll mountain is 1.5 m long Khaijjiar lake, called
the Kund, structures the highlight of Khajjiar. the extremely
popular Khaijjiar. Verdant green pasture of this town
anticipates your appearance, and you would express
gratitude toward us for this grand visit, At the center of the 4
foothills is the pleasant Khaijjiar Lake, peaceful and quiet, e E
where you can visit the following day in the wake of going through this day at relaxation.

We took a photo stop at the Dharamshala
Cricket Stadium. We then experience a ropeway ride
known as Dharamshala Skyway offering stunning aerial
views of the scenic town. Upon arrival we stroll around at
the famous Mcleod Ganj — a beautiful town nestled
amidst majestic hills and lush greenery has a prominent
Tibetan influence. Spend some fime exploring MclLeod
Ganj. You can go shopping at the Tibetian Bazar. Later =
take a photo stop at Dalai Lama Monastery (subject to
operation) - serene Temple complex known for its
ornamental facade and vibrant prayer halls and we visit
Saint John's Church — a Victorian era church built in the
18th century and Bhagsu Naag Temple - believed to be
an ancient temple where Lord Shiva had prevailed himself. Here we enjoy a small walk in the
Himalayan Ranges, feel the freshness in the air while we walk through this picturesque paradise and
witness the beautiful sunset in the Himalayas. Overnight stay in Dharamshala.

MEAL - BREAKFAST & DINNER
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DAY 11 : DHARAMSHALA - = - AIRPORT DROP - ™% ‘ CATCH FLIGHT FOR DELHI

Morning it's fime now to say goodbye Himachal Pradesh. Catch flight for Delhi Airport.

As you arrive in Delhi, you will be greeted by our agent's representative. After the customs formalities,
you will be transferred to your hotel in Delhi. Spend some time relaxing and prepare for an exciting
evening on this day of your Delhi Akshardham Temple Tour. Akshardham is a Hindu temple complex
in Delhi, India. Also referred to as Delhi Akshardham or Swaminarayan Akshardham, the complex
displays millennia of fraditional Hindu and Indian culture, spirituality, and architecture. The building




was inspired and developed by Pramukh Swami Maharagj, the spiritual head of the Bochasanwasi Shri
Akshar Purushottam Swaminarayan Sanstha, whose 3,000 volunteers helped 7,000 artisans construct
Akshardham. The main monument, at the center of the complex, is 141-foot (43 m) high, 316-foot (96
m) wide, and 356-foot (109 m) long, and is covered top to bottom with carved details of flora, fauna,
dancers, musicians, and deities. After visit Akshardham Temple come back to hotel overnight stay in
Delhi Hotel.

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DAY 12 : DELHI - <=~ - TRANSFER TO MATHURA

Morning after breakfast transfer from Delhi to Mathura. The place carries historical and religious
significance, and there are plenty of holy sites to start off around. The Dwarkadhish temple holds
interesting architecture in the area. There is another small town called the Radha Kund. The Gita Mandir
is called so because the whole of the Gita (the sacred book of the Hindus) has been inscribed on the
walls of the temple. Sri Krishna Janma Bhumi is another site to visit, it is the place where Lord Krishna
was born. Lord Krishna's resting place after his tfriumph over the tyrant Kansa is the Vishram Ghat. You
can visit other temples too, keeping in mind the time limit. After a long day of full exploration, you can
go to the hotel to retire.

Later proceed to Nandji Ka Gaon - the house of Lord Krishna's foster father Baba
Nand. Next proceed to Barsana - the birth place of Radha. Visit "Prem Sarovar' - the first meeting place
of Radha and Lord Krishna & famous Isckon temple. After sightseeing transfer to Mathura. Overnight
say in Mathura.
